The Web Preferences Manager (WPM) is a fully hosted web application that enables students to enter their
subject selections online removing the burden of tedious manual data entry. With full access to the WPM
application, you can set up and build your own student portals to suit your school’s exact needs.

Student Subject Selection Models

In addition to accommaodating basic types of student subject selection, WPM provides advanced
features to control what a student can select.

Below are four popular types of subject selection models used in schools.

Preference Groups - subjects are grouped for preference selection.
Preference Groups with prerequisites, restrictions and completed subjects.
Alternative Course Selection — such as International Baccalaureate, VCAL and VET programs.

Unit Weightings — subjects are worth 1 or 2 units each and students are required to select a
certain number of units.

Additional Features

Ability to control the minimum number of preferences that a student must enter for a group of
subjects and the total number of subjects/units that a student must select overall.

Ability to enter reserve (or back up) preferences for a group of subjects that allows a student to
enter 4 preferences plus 2 reserves from the available subjects.

A wide range of reports are available including reports showing who has and has not submitted,
how many times and what has been submitted and reports that can show trends and popular
subjects, in real time.

Create rich text subject descriptions, opening messages, selection instructions and receipt
instructions.

Upload your school emblem to be displayed on the student portal.

Nominate opening and closing dates, maximum number of preferences a student can submit and
maximum number of times a student can submit their preferences.

Selection Instructions

However this set up can be used for any curriculum
where students have the option of selecting from multiple courses.

SUMMARY OF FEATURES
e  Students must select a specified course as their first selection.
e The WPM then requires student to only select subjects from the chosen course.
¢ No limit on number of subjects and reserves that can be specified for each group.

e  This scenario is useful when the student’s course is not known prior to the preference selection process.
